2. Identifying significant aspects of your text
You will be assessed on how well you analyse at least four significant aspects of your text and provide supporting evidence. View your text again and take note of any aspects you could analyse further.  In this planning stage you should focus on more than four aspects so you have a range to choose from when you write your report.

Some suggested aspects are:

· ideas 
themes, attitudes, beliefs, experiences, feelings, insights, meanings, opinions, thoughts, and understandings within the text

· visual and oral language features 
cinematography, size and angle of camera shot, camera movements, editing, production design, sound effects, soundtrack, performance, rhetorical devices, special effects, symbolism, mise-en-scene, character’s actions

· structure 
the part your text plays in the whole text, narrative sequence, beginning and ending
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3. Analysing your significant aspectsTeacher approval of planning page:

View your scene again. Pause regularly and take notes of each significant aspect that you have identified. Remember to write in note form only. It may be helpful for you to storyboard your ideas by including a rough sketch, however your artistic skills will not be assessed  Consider the explanatory notes about ‘aspect’ and ‘connection’ at the bottom of the table. 
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*What is an aspect?
An aspect could be a visual or oral language feature e.g. size and angle of camera shot, sound effects, soundtrack, symbolism or character’s actions. One structural approach is to discuss one visual or oral feature per paragraph (four in total). To be convincing, you will need at least two specific examples of each feature. 

An aspect could be an idea or concept (most likely linked to the purpose of the scene). Another structural approach is to discuss one idea/concept per paragraph (three in total). Again, you will need at least two specific examples to support each paragraph (a variety of visual or oral language features will be included). 

**What is a connection?
Consider the director’s purpose and/or links between the text and yourself, society, human experience and the wider world. See the judgment statement in the student booklet. 
It is also an opportunity to consider the influence, role or reaction of the audience.
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
